FEARSOME
CLINIC

Amanda McCarthy, FEARsome Clinic Coordinator, gave an
overview of the FEARsome Clinic. The clinic is five years old
and was founded by Dr. Carla McKelvey. The clinic was set up
so the foster children could get their physical, oral and mental
health care all in one spot.

The clinic is now in three different locations throughout Coos
and Curry Counties: Coos Health and Wellness, Coast Com-
munity Health Center, and Wally’s House. In 2017, the clinic ex-
panded to Curry County.

About 100 children go through the clinic in a year. It is the
clinic’s goal to offer more education and tools to both the biolog-
ical and foster parents.
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Liz Tarrant, Volunteer Coordinator, with Court Appointed Spe-
cial Advocates (CASA) of Coos County provided an overview of
their program. This group is made up of volunteers and they
have between 260 to 300 children in their care.

e There is 30 hours of training — 3 hours for 10 weeks

e You have to commit to at least 2 years
