REPORTS and NEWS:

Oregon Health Policy Board (OHPB) Health Equity
Committee (HEC) adopted an agency wide Health
Equity Definition. The definition can be further ex-
plained on the HEC presentation to OHPB from Oc-
tober 2019, found at: https://www.ore-
gon.gov/oha/OEl/Pages/Health-Equity-Commit-
tee.aspx

The definition: Oregon will have established a
health system that creates health equity when all
people can reach their full health potential and
well-being and are not disadvantaged by their
race, ethnicity, language, disability, gender, gender
identity, sexual orientation, social class, intersec-
tions among these communities or identities, or
other socially determined circumstances.
Achieving health equity requires the ongoing col-
laborations of all regions and sectors of the state,
including tribal governments to address: The equi-
table distribution or redistribution of resources
and power; and Recognizing, reconciling and recti-
fying historical and contemporary injustices.

Update on the New Public Charge Rule webinar:
The Community Partner Outreach Program in part-
nership with the Oregon Law Center, Causa Ore-
gon and the Oregon Latino Health Coalition are
hosting a webinar on November 14 to provide up-
dates on the new federal Public Charge Rule,
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which has been temporarily blocked across the en-
tire country and did not go into effect on October
