Information Collection, Use, and Sharing

to/collect information that you voluntarily give us via email or other direct contact from you. 

We will collect aggregate information (such as domain name or IP Address) from all visitors to 

the website. This type of information is anonymous and is only used in the aggregate to 

generate statistical reports about the use of our website. We will not sell, rent, or share your 

information with any third party not affiliated with or owned by Advanced Health. 

 

We will use your information to respond to you, regarding the reason you contacted us. We will 

not share your information with any third party outside of our organization, other than as 

necessary to fulfill your request. 

 

We use Cookies to recognize and count new visitors and to acquire aggregate information 

that lets us analyze traffic patterns and enhance performance and functionality of the 

website. The most important use for cookies is to eliminate the need for you to re-enter 

your information every time you visit the website. 

 

We store information we collect through log files to create a profile of our users. Log files 

record internet protocol (IP) addresses, browser types, internet service providers (ISP), 

referring/exit pages, platform type, date/time stamp and number of clicks (Aggregate 

Information) to analyze trends, administer the website, track a customer’s movement in the 

aggregate, and gather broad demographic information for aggregate use. IP addresses are not 

linked to personally identifiable information.
